Please be sure, that your abstract is 1 page. Do not insert page numbers. 

· The abstract must be written in English and it should be brief and concise

· All main text should be single line – spacing, full justification.

· Please use Times New Roman font, 11 pt.

· The internationally accepted system of units (SI-units) should be used

· The chemical nomenclature must be in accordance with the systematic rules adopted by IUPAC or Chemical Abstracts. Trivial names should be avoided unless they have a definite advantage over the corresponding systematic names. 
Results and discussion
Abstract should include the main part:

· The title should be short and informative, with a maximum length of two lines. 

· Affiliations. The name(s) of the author(s) should be written in italic letters, with a font size of 11 pt.; left aligned please underline the name of the presenting author.

Type the name(s) of the institution(s), including the address for correspondence, city and country, in normal letters with a font size of 9 pt.
